Guidance Notes

To be read before completing the application Form for a conversion Order.
These notes relate to Orders under Section 249 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990.

1. The Welsh Ministers powers.  The Welsh Ministers are empowered by section 249 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 to make orders extinguishing vehicular rights over highways other than Trunk or Principal roads.  These orders may be made on the application of a local Council who by Resolution adopt a proposal to improve the amenity of part of their area by changing a highway with vehicular rights into a footpath or bridleway.

2. Traffic Information.  To consider an application for the conversion of a highway, it is essential for the Welsh Ministers to know precisely how the area in which the highway is situated will be affected.  You are therefore asked to provide, with the application, an assessment of the effect that prohibiting vehicular traffic on the highway will have on the surrounding area and on traffic within and passing through the area.  Any bus routes that will be affected by the proposals must also be mentioned.  A plan illustrating this information should also be supplied.  When the pedestrianisation proposals are designed to alter the traffic patterns in an area of minor roads, the plan should indicate the route chosen as a local distributor for the area; turning bays in cul-de-sacs and alternative accesses should also be shown where appropriate.  In cases where it is intended to carry out any new development or re-development, a plan should be supplied clearly showing what is involved and how the lay-out will fit in with the existing and proposed road network.

3. Exceptions.  It may be necessary from time to time for certain vehicles to use the footpaths/bridleways and section 249(3) of the Act of 1990 allows the inclusion of exceptions in an order under section 249 which may provide for this.  The Welsh Ministers however, are particularly anxious that the true intentions of the order should not be defeated by the admission to too many vehicles into what is intended to be a pedestrian area.  Any request your Council may wish to make for exceptions to an order will be considered but it is important that they should be kept to a minimum.  Fire, Police and Ambulance Services, Statutory Undertakers and the Post Office will normally be included as exceptions unless specifically indicated to the contrary.
4. Consultation.  It is recommended that there should be early consultation about the proposals with all persons and organisations likely to be affected by them.  When answering question 11 please list the names of the people and organisations consulted together with a synopsis of their views (use a separate sheet if necessary).  These should include the traffic authority, the emergency services (Fire, Police and Ambulance), the statutory undertakers, and the local public transport operator together with any other organisations or persons directly concerned.  It may facilitate early drafting and publication of the draft order if the NOTE mentioned in question 11 is supported by a copy of the related correspondence.

5. Plans.  In addition to the plans mentioned in paragraph 3 above six copies of a plan suitable for publication with the order showing members of the public the extent of the roads to be converted to footpaths/bridleways are also required.  Good clear  plans are essential and should be supplemented with written details where necessary.


a.  These plans should be drawn to a scale of 1/1250; 1/2500; or other suitable scales.  A scale of 1/500 should not be used unless the length of highway to be changed is very short.  Please show scale on all plans.


b.  Roads proposed to be converted to footpaths/bridleways should be shown outlined in heavy black lines; where it is proposed to provide substitute roads they should be shown by stipple.


c.  A north point must be clearly marked on the plans and the plans prepared preferably so that this point is parallel with the vertical side of the plan and pointing upwards.


d.  The terminal points of the highways proposed to be converted into footpaths/bridleways should be clearly evident from the plans.


e.  It is necessary for highways in these orders to be clearly identified, eg: “that length of road, known as Bush Street which extends from its junction with the southern side of Tree Lane to a point 20 yards south of that junction”.  Sufficient information should be given on the plans and under paragraph 6 of the Form to enable this type of description to be prepared or checked by the Department.


f.  Two unmarked copies of the plan are also required for reproduction purposes:  Where possible. the scale used should be such that the plan does not exceed about 13 inches by 8 inches over-all size.  It is however important that sufficient of the surrounding area appears on the plan to enable the location of the highways to be easily identified.  The plan should be up to date in respect of all development adjoining the area covered by the proposals.


6. Objections.  If any objections to the proposed order are made to the Welsh Ministers they will be copied to the applicant authority for the order so that the authority may, if they wish, negotiate with the objectors with a view to resolving the objections.


7. Where the applicant authority is unable to resolve objections it will normally be necessary for the Welsh Ministers to hold a local inquiry.


8. Period for making an Order.  The minimum time taken to make an unopposed order – allowing for the statutory objection period of 28 days from the date of publication of Notice of the Welsh Ministers’ proposal to make an order – is about 4 months from the date of receiving all the required information.  If because of objections received and not resolved by the authority applying for the order it is necessary to hold a local inquiry, the period before a decision is taken on the order will be considerably larger.


9. Return of form.  Two completed copies of the Form TCPA 249 should be submitted with all necessary enclosures to Orders Branch, Transport, Welsh Government, Cathays Park, Cardiff CF10 3NQ.
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
