While | understand there may have been an
expectation that Welsh Government would hold the information, | can confirm that |
have not found that we hold the copies of the reports. On that basis, | have to uphold
the original decision that the information is not held by Welsh Government.

You note in your email that the evidence from Welsh Government in relation to the
reports refers to “we” and if that if Welsh Government does not hold the information, it
should send a correction to the Committee. Although this is not a Freedom of
Information matter, | thought it might be helpful to include a response to that point in
this letter. I've reviewed the evidence provided and the point you refer to is framed
within a section that outlines the joint working between Ministry of Justice and a wider
collaborative approach. It is therefore my view that the use of “we” in this context is
not misleading and no correction is required. | hope this helps.
